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Tips by Char        
 

TIP: PEDAL TO THE METAL . I óve noticed many of you drive with the pedal to the 
metal when sewing. Thatôs great if you are piecing, but what if you are trying to do 
some free motion quilting? You can still drive petal to the metal, but it has to be  
consistent. If your free motion stitches are too long, SLOW IT DOWN. If the stitches  
are too small, SPEED IT UP. Great ï now you have to master the pedal at a consistent 
speed while guiding the free motion quilting you are trying to do on the too big quilt which keeps 
draping awkwardly off your sewing table. Hey, that happens with small items too. 
Here is the solution to the pedal problem. If your sewing machine has a speed control, 
set it to MEDIUM SPEED, then TURN THE PEDAL AROUND so your toes are on the 
front of the pedal as you sew. PUT THE PEDAL TO THE METALðThe sewing ma-
chine will only go medium speed. You can now concentrate on your free motion  
quilting without having to think about controlling your sewing speed for consistent 
stitches. You might have to tweak the speed until you get the pleasing stitch length 
you like, but once you are satisfied GO FOR IT. (If you use a machine that does not 
have speed regulation, a mechanical non-computerized machine, there is a device you 
can place on your foot pedal known as Precise Pedal Power to accomplish the same thing.) 
 

TIP: FRIXION MARKERS . Many of you wonder what to use to mark your quilts that wonôt leave a 
shadow once you remove it. FriXion Markers have gotten a bad reputation for the shadow. EASY FIX 
ï Prepare your fabric with 2 layers of a starch alternative such as Best Press in a mister bottle or 
Starch Savvy (June Tailor product) or even the good old standby Faultless Spray on Starch from the 
grocery store. Spray the fabric, press it dry; spray it again and press it dry. Use the FriXion MARK-
ERS, NOT THE PENS. You are good to go. 
 

TIP: SHREDDING THREAD . Did you know the eye of the needle can wear out? It might develop a 
burr that will shred the thread as your machine sews. Change the needle to a 90/14 TOPSTITCH nee-
dle. The eye is larger on a topstitch needle. I use the 90/14 for ruler work. You might want a smaller 
size for piecing.
